In an effort to keep the cost of your introductory physics textbooks to a minimum and your
learning experience to a maximum, the physics department has worked with our textbook
publisher to offer you online access to your textbook, the student solution manual and several
learning online learning tools such as brief videos and tutorials through WileyPLUS. Before you
purchase your textbooks, we would like to make sure you are aware of your options.

1. If you purchased WileyPLUS last year and you are happy with an online textbook, you do
not need to purchase anything else as your code is still valid. You will be able to print
pages from the text in the case that you want to read the book, but do not have internet
access. In addition, you will have access to all the student solution manual, study aids and
for some courses the homework assignments. Please note that this access lasts for the
lifetime of the edition and includes online access to both the Introductory Mechanics and
the Introductory Electricity and Magnetism textbook.

2. Ifyoudid NOT purchase WileyPLUS for your PHYS 1303 course, you will need to
purchase a WileyPLUS. This can be done in one of two ways. You can purchase
WileyPLUS online only or you can purchase a new printed text in the bookstore with a
WileyPLUS online access code.
