Certificate participants will do their best to fulfill requirements and responsibilities as follows:
· Attend punctually and regularly the classes at SMU. A reasonable number of missed or partially- missed classes may be made up by satisfactory completion of a related assignment.
· Obtain the relevant textbooks and complete reading and homework assignments – an hour or two per class is the guideline - to the best of your ability and knowledge level.
· Administer and report results from a general physics pre/post test for a sample of their own physics students. (This reporting is key for the funding agencies that allow us to waive the tuition fee).
At the beginning/end of each module, there will be a pre/post-test for participants to evaluate content understanding. The post-test pass mark of 60% is designed to be achievable by any high-school science teacher who diligently engages in the course. A certificate endorsed by the SMU Education School will be awarded upon satisfactory completion of all three modules (mechanics, Electromagnetism & Waves, Modern), stating the number of professional development hours engaged in. All participants will become members of SMU’s network of DFW physics teachers, which we keep connected with occasional special lectures and activities. A certificate distinction will be awarded for commendable performance across the post-tests and an offer to join SMU’s QuarkNet program (subject to availability).
